1. Discuss the sacrament of Baptism as laid out in Canon 840-878 and how it connects to the sacrament of confirmation.
2. Canon 897 describes the Eucharist as “the most august sacrament in which Christ the Lord himself is contained, offered and received and by which the church continually lives and grows….” Discuss this canon in full.
3. According to Canon 960, individual and integral confession and absolution constitute the sole ordinary means by which a member of the faithful who is conscious of grave sin is reconciled to God and with the Church.  Discuss this in the light of Canon 961 which allows general absolution prior to individual confession.
4. The sacrament of anointing of the sick is said to be a healing sacrament and a commendation of the sick to the suffering and glorified Lord, cf., Canon 998. Discuss.
5. Discuss the sacrament of Holy Orders.

6. In Confession the priest is a judge, a healer and a minister of the Church. Discuss these three roles.
